As a students' organization deeply comm led lo student welfare and academic
excellence, we demand that the college 3 dministration take the following steps
immediately:
" 1. Thorough inspection and servicing of all electrical and refrigeration units in the
Chemistry lab and other departments.
2. Installation of fire safety equipment including fire extinguishers, fire alarms, and
meﬁ&ﬂmﬁhaﬂm

3. Routine maintenance and safety audits lo ensure functional and hazard-free lab
4. Introduction of a safety awareness and training program for students and staff.
